The information colledtech door-
to-door enumerationhas a higher imputation ratevhich translates into less accurate
data compared to self enumerated questionnaires. Also, the fewer hahs¢seed
door-to-door enumeration the less costlthe 2010 Sunshinedbsus will beMarilyn
added that address canvassjnmghen ensus workers visit neighborhoods to verify
housing unitsis currently in progressn most cases, they will knock on doors to fyeri
addresses and inquire about the number of living quarters on the propadgiress
canvassing is part of the process to ensure all households are accounted for during the
2010 Sunshine Census.

Joe Quetone noted that there are some areawl reservationsvhere you need

permission to go on the property. The Miccosukee Tribe is a perfect example of this.
They are a very private community that does not just let people in, even if they are from
the U.S.Census Bureatte reported thatm 200Q there was 0% rgponse rate among

the Miccosukee tribe.

to hardto-countminority, immigrant and nosetitizen populationsClergy could help to
address these fears but would need to be provided wiformation and assurances
from the appropriate government offices.

Rabbi Merrill Shapiro explained that there are essentially three communitiessaizh
within the Jewish faithOrthodox, Conservative and Reform.

Imam Muhammad Musri indicated that therenot a formal structure connecting
Islamic communities, and the two largest denominations are Sunni and Shia.

Michele Taylor identified that there are seven Roman Catholic dioceses in Florida with a
clearly defired organizational structure, which will aid in commuating with clergy and
Catholic burch leaders throughout the state.
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The committee discussed the need to connect with interfaith groups throughout the
state in order to reach additional faith commungi&vith the Census message.

Imam Muhammad Mussuggestedhat the Florida FaittBased and Communigased
Advisory Council, of which he is a member, may have access to contact information for
various faiths and houses of worship.

Michele Taylor would iquire about access to this information with her colleague who is
also a member of the Council.
