The meeting was called to order at 11:30 A.M. by Ayla Anderson. She introduced herself

along with Bob Sparks, Deputy Chief of Staff to Governor Crist, and Clyde Diao, The
D2OSNY2NRa [AlFA&dz2y FT2NJ GKS wnmn [/ Syadzaoe { K|S
Bob Sparks spoke briefly about the importance of the Complete Count Committee and

the importance of its diversity. Bob Sparks introduced the Chair of the 2010 Sunshine

Census Complete Count Committee, Mayor Richard Crotty.

Mayor Crotty spoke on how important it is that Florida obtain an accurate count of her
population and how he is appreciative that the Governor has asked him to be chair of
this committee. Also, the Mayor issued a recommendation of a relaxed dress code for
future Complete Count Committee meetings, for example men going without ties. He
then turned the podium over to Clyde Diao.

Clyde Diao spoke about Census 2000; what was done; the outcome; and how we need
to improve in 2010.

Ayla Anderson then spoke on the marketing focus of Census 2010. She said we want to
inspire people as well as inform them. She introduced Charles Hawkins to speak on the
Sunshine Law.
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Charles Hawkins presented information on the Sunshine Law and Public records Law. He
emphasized those members of this committee were not allowed to speak on matters
regarding this committee, unless it is at a publically noticed meeting. He also
emphasized the public records law.

The Mayor then came to the podium once again and asked that everyone introduce
themselves and state whether or not they are a members of the committee. After this,
we broke for lunch.

At approx. 12:45 Marylin Stephens, U.S. Census Bureau, provided a very detailed
explanation of the Complete Count Committee. She pointed out the specific
subcommittees and their roles. She spoke on the difficulties of reaching residents of
dangerous neighborhoods, people with language barriers, and literacy barriers. She
spoke of the importance of having members of these communities on the ground level.
Her presentation really got the crowd involved and spurred conversation.

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used as conduits for dissemination of information; K-12 Social Studies Fairs, PTAs, audio-

visual productions, (both higher education and K-12), and community-service credit for

students. We also suggested bringing census information before the Florida Learning

First Alliance as an additional avenue for getting out the message.

Martha Brown, a Census Bureau Trainer, dropped by our meeting and stressed the
importance of making the connection between increased education funding and our
census count to our members and communities.

We discussed our next meeting and felt it should be after the 2009-2010 legislative
session; however, we left open the possibility that we could meet in Tallahassee prior to
the end of the session. If we choose to do so, we would inform Ayla so the meeting
would be noticed.

A sign-in sheet was passed
around to record each one's contact phone numbers and e-mail addresses.

A quest for an infrastructure to be followed by the group was sounded out. Martha
Brown reminded the group to be aware of the Census timeline, and to be initially
focused on objective to come up with a template for each language community in the
specific areas covered by the attendees.
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Following the listed activities suggested, it was agreed that each member of the
subcommittee shall attempt to identify and make a list of community-based
organizations in their area, establish a partnership, and create a census awareness
campaign from the grassroots level. The group discussed the community universe in the
State of Florida and announced the areas they could focus on.

Michelle Hughes - Connect with faith-based communities, build collaboration &
partnership plan with them, and report back with a list during the next meeting.
Arturo Lopez - will cover Fort Lauderdale's migrant & farm workers.

Freyja Harris - The homeless in Tallahassee. She will connect with their service
providers.

Melissa Serrano - Okeechobee & Martin County, North & South Florida. She will
get information and report back

Maria Pinzon - Pinellas & Hillsborough, thru United Way, to target Spanish
community, interface with other communities.

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Mr. VanDeman brought to the attention of the group that its tasks based on the
AGENDA are:

When Ms. Anderson joined the group, she agreed to be the Facilitator noting the need
to avoid problems in complying with Florida Sunshine laws.

It was agreed that the next activity will be a conference call on Friday, March 27, 2009,
starting at 2:00 p.m. and for about an hour. The information regarding date, location

and code-not necessarily the agenda-must be provided to Ms. Anderson by March 13",
Pleasey 2 1S GKFG AdG NBljdzANBa G2 6SS1a IR
Administrative Weekly.

Note: A member connected to the release of unemployment reports on March 27 told
the group of that challenge for her to prepare for the conference call.

Mr. Diao joined the group and was on hand to answer questions about the 2010
Sunshine Census budget of $2.8 M or an estimated $.25 per person.

- Utilization of the budget support to the counties/cities and media.

Concerns: Look into the counts for college students especially in university towns. Also
take note on the practice of classifying college students as unemployed.

At this point, the group voted in favor of Mr.VanDeman as Government Subcommittee
chair.

Also agreed that we compare statistics on census operations of Florida to that of states
of comparable size or situation.

Note: 75% response of surveys to 63% response in census.
5% response to initial mailing to addresses and not to persons.

Question: Why is the list of Partners Specialists assigned to several counties shows only
407 as area code for their phones contact info?

Answer: The 407 area codes phone are for the initial group. The 2010 U.S. Census will
continue hiring workers as the succeeding phases will evolve. .
