• To ensure that everyone is counted
• reach 16 million people

• To reduce the undercount of minorities 

• To increase diversity among the State’s Complete 
Count Committee

• To monitor the response rate feedback



Census 2000 Perspective

• The 2000 Census promoted the following:
• The equality issue -- proper, proportional political 

representation

• The financial issue – knowledge and awareness of the 
financial implications of the census

– Florida would receive a larger share of federal dollars, such as 
educational grants, Head Start programs, food grants, road 
rehabilitation and construction, programs for elderly, 
emergency and shelter, and others 



Monitoring Municipal and County 
Response Rate Feedback in 2000

• Generated GIS thematic maps of low response rate 
feedback by Census tract and gave them to County 
Complete Count Committees to target these low 
response areas

• Distributed to the House and Senate reapportionment 
committees

• Different spokespeople for different messages
